OBJECTIVES:
The material presented in this course provides the student with an excellent understanding of the fundamental biology and pathogenicity of bacteria, viruses and fungi causing disease in humans and animals.  To achieve this objective the interrelationships / interactions between the host, the microbe and the environment along with specific mechanisms of pathogenicity will be discussed in some detail.  Also, aspects of microbial genetics, structure and physiology along with antimicrobial therapy and resistance will be presented in terms of host parasite relationships, treatment and diagnosis of disease.  The accompanying laboratory provides hands-on experience in the handling and identification of bacteria as a re-enforcement of lecture material.

If it is not, the student will receive zero points for the missed exam, which will then be used in the determining of the student’s final grade.  Moreover, it is the student's responsibility to schedule a time to make up missed exams.  A missed Final exam must be made up according to University policy.

Attendance at all scheduled laboratories is absolutely required. Missed labs cannot be made up unless the absence(s) are explained by a signed physician's note describing the reason for the absence in a timely manner and/or prior permission is obtained from the instructor.  Failure to meet either of these criteria will result in a score of zero points for that week’s lab report.  Make-ups of all missed labs must be scheduled before the final exam.
