Exceptional
	This abstract was well written and well organized. The student clearly understood the article and summarized it in a coherent, perceptive and thoughtful way. Exceptionally clear and concise coverage of the main points of the article. No errors in spelling, punctuation, grammar, etc. Writing is smooth, vigorous, and fresh.

Strong
	This abstract was generally well written and well organized and covered the article adequately. Fulfills the assignment, but goes beyond a routine response and shows evidence of understanding and skill. Abstract reflects good knowledge of the article content and the key aspects of writing an abstract. Few errors in spelling, punctuation, grammar, etc were noted. Writing is clear and free of jargon. 

	C

Average
	An abstract that carries out the assignment in a routine way; a minimal effort.  Contains comparatively few errors in spelling, punctuation, grammar, etc. No glaring errors in reporting the details of the article. The abstract includes most of the information expected, however the writing is marginal in skill and style for conveying the ideas of the article and in fulfilling the purposes of an abstract. Formatting expectations and assignment requirements were met. 

	D

Poor
	Weak abstract that does not show an understanding of the article content or the purposes and style of an abstract. Question student’s commitment to the assignment. Abstract is marred by enough grammar, syntax, style and other mechanical errors to seriously distract the reader. Vague or ambiguous diction and phrasing make it difficult for reader to follow the information. Due to type and number of errors, reader has difficulty determining if writer has clear understanding of article content.

	F

Inadequate
	Errors overwhelm the assignment. Fails to communicate an understanding of the assignment. Shows no thought. So poorly constructed and carelessly written that the reader cannot follow the ideas. Marred by so many errors in mechanics and usage that the message is difficult to decipher. A plagiarized paper will fit into this category because it shows no thought.
