When do you need citations, sources?
· if known to everyone, then don’t need.

· if state that research revealed…then need references, or “many researchers…” then need citations
· Primary versus Secondary sources

· if same paragraph don’t need to repeat the date, also don’t repeat all the authors 

First time, all authors unless 6 or more


then 2 authors, if 3 or more et al., 

Content:

· Careful about using info from the Intro/rol – you need to write why this study is relevant to your paper not why the researcher thought the study was important. 
· Also, for dated research be careful about stating the importance. What was important then may not be now. 

Abstract the research study

Participants – number, ages, etc. 

Explain the treatment (especially if it is a paper about the treatment), but probably don’t need reliability info etc.

· Use examples to aid the reader 

· Tell the results.

· Be clear to separate interpretations/discussion from results. 

· Quotes – Don’t use them. Why?

Abbreviations – if you introduce one, then use consistently throughout. Consider the readability of the paper given the abbreviation. 

Watch redundancy.

Watch sentence skills, word choice, awkward phrasing. 

· Watch style – relatively formal. It shouldn’t read like you talk. But, having said that you don’t want formality to equal unreadable. 
· Verb tense for summarizing others work is typically past tense

· You don’t introduce big words, fancy terms in research. KISS

There’s a genre for this type of writing. word choice – “dramatic” and “massive” How to learn the genre?

· Don’t say “proved”

· Don’t say “done by”

· Don’t say “should, must” 

· Don’t say “researchers used subjects”…, need people first language “participants” or children who participated were…

· Anthropomorphism

Format: title, intro, conclusion, transitions, references. 

I wrote “tighten” on a lot of papers in a lot of places. So what do I mean by that. Decide what you are trying to say – content, argument, point, etc. Then say it clearly without redundancy. 

Integrate, transition, etc.
