Requirements for Task 8, Due: No later than Thursday, Apr. 26

As an engineer, you should consider participating in engineering societies because it allows you to find out about aspects of the engineering profession not found in textbooks or classrooms.  For this assignment, you must participate in at least one off-campus activity with a professional section as part of your personal and professional development.  During the program, you should introduce yourself to at least one engineer also attending the program.  Be sure to get his or her name, who he or she works for, how long he or she has been an engineer, and what he or she does to stay current in the field.  

This event can occur at any time this semester up until the due date. When you have attended your meeting, write a memo (using accepted memo format) to me answering the following questions with short paragraphs:

1. What activity did you participate in for this assignment?  When was it?

2. Did you have any feelings/expectations about the activity prior to your actual participation? What were they?

3. Did the activity support or dispel those feelings/expectations? How?

4. What did you learn about the engineering profession from this experience?  What did you learn about yourself from this experience?

5. Give the following details about the engineer you talked with at the program:

The name of the individual

His/her job function and company

How long has he or she worked as an engineer?

Does he/she have a professional license?

What he/she does for professional development/life-long learning and why

Did he/she give you any advice for your career?
