There is a small
Mennonite community at the end that has lived there for 2 years. Lots of them, | hear, come from the U.S. and Canada. | will
definitely be talking with them in the future. There is no running water at my site, no internet, no phones, and when it rains...
no public transportation. Though, we do have wells, bucket baths, and | will be getting a cell phone and bike in the near fu-
ture. There is a Japanese soy farmer who owns alot of land in and around Arroyo Claro....they call him Suzuki. And though
no onereally ever sees him or knows him all the people there know the name Suzuki. He apparantly got funds from the Japa-
nese embassy to build the main school in arroy claro...and know he is funding the construction of a nice high school. The
nearest volunteer, who is also in environmental education is only 40 minutes away by colectivo...er, | mean bus. | feel | am
learning and growing so much and being challenged to push myself with frequency. Christmas will be interesting, as | will
be staying with a complete strangers...but I'm sure it will be fine asiit often takes little time for the Paraguayans to warm up
to you and take you in.

World Service Poll, on average 58% said
that Bush'’s reel ection was negative, while
26% that it was positive for global secu-
rity. The most negative countries were
western European, Latin American and
Muslim ones. The only three countriesin
which a majority or plurality saw Bush’'s
election as positive are the Philippines
(63%), India (62%) and Poland (44%).
