Select Agent Update and Inventory
All research with select agents (certain biological agents and toxins) is very strictly controlled by the Centers for Disease Control and/or the USDA. An updated list of select agents is attached for your review.   The Office of Research Compliance and Assurance is conducting a survey of all research laboratories to assess inventory of select agents and/or toxins which may be stored or used by individual laboratories.  The select agent rules (42 C.F.R. Part 73, 7 C.F.R. Part 331, and 9 C.F.R. Part 121) published its final ruling in the Federal Register on March 18, 2005.  All provisions of the final rules supersede those contained in the interim final rules.  
Please note well:  Toxin quantities not exceeding the amounts shown on the attached list are exempt from federal select agent registration and regulations. Use of select agent toxins, in any quantity, must receive review and approval by our Institutional Biosafety Committee.  Toxin quantities in excess of the amounts provided on the attached list are subject to federal select agent registration and regulation.  The University’s policies and procedures on select agents is outlined in Section V of the Biosafety Manual and Exposure Control Plan.
It is important to ensure that the total amount of toxin per investigator in a laboratory is maintained below the exempt limit at all times. Due to the severe penalty associated with non-compliance with select agent rules, it is encouraged that each investigator maintain a current inventory for these substances at all times.
This institution must register with and be certified by the CDC and/or USDA if any individuals working in an USA facility possess, use or transfer select agents.  If you are considering the use of any of the agents and/or toxins on the list, please contact the Office of Research Compliance and Assurance at 460-6625 for additional information.
