· Non-Washable Paint and Designs that are vulgar will eliminate a Krewe from the Spirit Points Competition.

Basketball Tournament
Krewes will be competing in the Basketball Tournament for Spirit Points. Teams will be limited to 5 players. The Tournament will be divided into two nights. Jaguar Jester Cheer Competition
The Jaguar Jester Cheer Competition is an exciting new addition to Spirit Week! Krewes will choreograph a cheer routine supporting their organization and/or the university and present them at this event. Routines may include tumbling, dancing, singing, step, ect. STUNTING AND VULGAR CONTENT IS PROHIBITED. Any Krewe that violates this rule will be eliminated from the Spirit Point Competition. The top three Krewes will perform a second time during the Thursday men’s basketball game. Free food and beverages will be provided at this event.
