Women’s and Children’s Hospital
Donation

This year for the University of South Alabama’s Homecoming, we decided to make
Women’s and Children’s Hospital our philanthropy. Katie Stam, Miss America 2009, has
focused her platform on supporting Children’s Miracle Network. She will be joining us
for Homecoming 2009, and we will be supporting her campaign by helping Women’s and
Children’s Hospital. Our goal is to buy one or more apnea monitors for the mother/baby
unit, which will be used to monitor the breathing in a preterm infant. If we exceed our
goal, then we will use excess money to buy other items on Women’s and Children’s
Hospital’s Wish/Needs List.

Each individual organization must raise a minimum of $200.00 by Thursday, November
5, 2009. The money must be turned into the SGA office, Student Center room 280, by
5:00pm in form of check only. We will be accepting organization and personal checks
from each organization. The checks must be made out to USA. Money will be raised by
each organization participating, but the money from the individual organization will add
into their team’s total money raised for Spirit Points. The team with the most money will
receive the most Spirit Points. There will be points given to 1%, 2" 3" 4™ and
participation. There will also be a competition between all of faculty and the entire
student body. The faculty will be raising money as a team and the students will be raising
money as individual groups. This can be difficult for both groups, but we hope that it will
be fun!

There are no rules on how to raise the money or where it can come from. For example,
organizations can but are not limited to organization funds, car washes, bake sales,
donation buckets, cookouts, or company sponsorships. We hope to raise as much money
as possible for the hospital so please get your entire organization involved!

“Paint the Town Red”- Area Decoration

Area decorations are going to become one of the great traditions associated with
Homecoming at the University of South Alabama. Show off your spirit, enthusiasm, and
creativity by decorating your assigned area this year. SGA Homecoming Committee will
be providing every organization who wants to participate an assigned area to decorate
around the University’s campus.

Judging:
e Judging will begin Thursday, November 5™ at 3:00pm
We will have Spirit Points for 1%, 2" 3 4™ and participation.
e Scores will be based evenly on the use of materials, originality, theme,
appearance, creativity, neatness, school spirit, and sheet sign(s).



Rules:
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o Sheet signs are mandatory and are a very large part of the judging
criteria.
e Winners will be announced during the Pep Rally on Friday, November 6,
20009.
o Points will be deducted if any rules or regulations are not followed.

o Over-all Best Decorations
o Best Sheet Sign(s)

BE CREATIVE!!

Decorating will begin Sunday, November 1%, if decorating is started before
this, you will be disqualified

Organizations must ONLY decorate in their assigned area provided by the
SGA Homecoming Committee.

Decoration must be completed by Monday, November 2 by 5:00pm.

Area decorations should reflect the Homecoming theme

All area decorations must be in good taste.

No mechanical devices may be included in the area decoration.

Music is allowed to play in the background

All lawn decoration sketches must be approved by the Homecoming
Committee at a mandatory informational meeting that will be held
Wednesday, October 28, 2009 at Noon and 5:00pm in the SGA office, Student
Center room 280. These sketches do not have to be the exact design, theme, or
drawing, but more importantly, the dimensions and basic structure of the area
decoration. The president of each organization must be present. If you do not
attend this meeting, you will be disqualified from all activities including area
decoration.

Decorations much be taken down by Tuesday, November 10, 2009 at 5:00pm.

Safety Requlations:
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Area decorations shall be no higher than ten feet tall, unless scaffolding is
used to create the area decoration.

All scaffolding must be erected and dismantled by a professional and cannot
exceed two scaffolds high (with guardrails present) for the purpose of creating
area decorations.

Jack stands must be used for scaffold support legs

Guardrails must be present on all sides of the scaffolding and on every level
except the first level of scaffolding

Ladders cannot be used on scaffolds or propped against scaffolds. Steps to
access the scaffold must be at least twelve inches (ladder style frame).

Brick layer scaffolds or walk thru frames cannot be used (brick layer scaffolds
have only six inch steps).

No portion of the area decoration shall extend over the access to any door.

No area decoration shall exceed fourteen feet in height unless recommended
by the contractor for safety and/or stability reasons.



9. The decoration shall block sidewalks, walkways, or doorways unless
approved.

10. All decorations must be self-supporting, unless otherwise recommended by
the contractor for stability and/or safety reasons.

11. Ground stakes, guide wires, and support ropes should be clearly marked with
a bright visible cloth of tape to prevent possible injuries.

12. Open flames or fires shall not be permitted as part of any area decoration

13. Any part of an area decoration, which could be blown away by the wind or
affected by the elements of weather, must be removed within 48 hours
following the event for which it is used.

Wall of Shame

The Wall of Shame is a billboard that will be up Monday, November 2 and Tuesday,
November 3 from 10:00am- 4:00pm. We will be putting up ANY other school’s gear
such as shirts, shorts, hats, pompoms, etc. For each item donated to the Wall of Shame,
you will get 10 points towards your team. There is no limit on the number of things a
person can donate. Also, we will be trading you USA gear for your old Alabama,
Auburn, LSU, Milford, etc. merchandise. We will be giving out one item person and first
come, first serve. We will be burning the Wall of Shame during the bonfire to promote
the University of South Alabama’s football and Jag gear.

Homecoming Color Days

Everyday of the University of South Alabama’s Homecoming week, we have a different
color for all students, organizations, alumni, faculty, and fans to wear.

Monday- We will be wearing RED

Tuesday- We will be wearing WHITE

Wednesday- We will be wearing BLUE

Thursday- We will be wearing our organizations letters or colors/Jag attire.

Friday- We will be wearing crazy fan attire (Jaguar print, buttons, red/white/blue)

Bleed it Red Blood Drive

The Bleed it Red Blood Drive will be held on Monday, November 2, 2009 downstairs in
the Student Center Lobby from 10:00am- 4:00pm. Each organization should encourage
as many people to donate blood under their organization name as possible. There will be
a table operated by student workers for individuals to sign-up under the organization they
would like to donate under. The TEAM with the highest number of donors wins. Spirit
Points will be given for 1%, 2™, 3", 4" place and participation.



“Junk the Jungle”- Decorate the Traffic
Circle

Bring your toilet paper, streamers, and silly string and come decorate the traffic circle on
Monday, November 2, 2009 at 7:00pm. This is will a lot of fun and will be a tradition
that we will have in years to come! There will be a sign up sheet for participation points
for Homecoming Teams.

Homecoming Canned Food Drive

We will be having a Homecoming Canned Food Drive on Tuesday, November 3, 2009
downstairs in the Student Center Lobby from 10:00am- 4:00pm. Each organization
should encourage their members to donate canned food and participate in drive. Each
organization will have an area with their canned foods. All of the group’s canned foods
are due no later than 4:00pm and canned foods may be collected before Tuesday,
November 3, 2009. The organizations will receive Spirit Points for 1%, 2", 3 4™ and
participation.

Wacky Games

We will be having Wacky Games on Tuesday, November 3, 2009 from 7:00pm- 9:00pm
at the SGA Pavilion. The Wacky Games will include mud tug-of-war, giant twister, and
giant slip and slide. These games are going to be really fun and we will be given 5 Spirit
Points for attendance and 10 Spirit Points for participation in games.

Volleyball Tournament and Cookout

We will be having a Volleyball Tournament and Cookout on Wednesday, November 4,
2009 from 5:00pm- 8:00pm at the SGA Pavilion. Each homecoming team can create a
volleyball team for the tournament. Each team will compete in a tournament against the
other homecoming teams and will earn Spirit Points for 1%, 2™, 3", and participation. The
cookout will be first come, first serve.

Kappa Alpha Psi will be hosting the USA Homecoming 2009 Step Show. The show will
be on Thursday, November 5, 2009 and will start at 7:00 pm. It will be held in the JAG
Gym. Kappa Alpha Psi will be organizing this event and providing organizations
participating with all rules. Spirit Points will be given to 1%, 2", 3" and participation.

Homecoming Parade

Celebrate Homecoming 2009 by participating in the first ever Homecoming Parade,
Friday, November 6, 2009. Line-up will begin promptly at 5:45 pm with the parade
starting at 6:30 pm. If you do not check in at or before 6:00 pm, then you will be cut from
the lineup. The parade will begin at the Administration building parking lot and will end
at the track across from the Mitchell Center.

Spirit Points will be given to all who participate. Judging and points will be based on the
following: best theme and most outstanding float. Criteria such as creativity, originality,
spirit, use of theme, and overall appearance will be taken into consideration. Spirit Points
will be given to 1%, 2" 3™ 4™ and participation. Winners will be announced during the
Pep Rally on Friday, November 6, 2009.

Each group must submit a description of its theme and float with the application. In the
case of duplication, the group that turned in their description first will be allowed to use
the theme, and other groups will be contacted to submit a new theme.

e Each organization must have one to two members carrying a banner at the
beginning of its unit. The banner must state the organization’s name and theme.
The banner may be a maximum of 10 ft. long and 2 ft. high.

e Organizations may dress according to the theme and carry theme related props.

e A float related to the organization’s theme is optional. Organizations are not
required to have a float to participate in the parade. A banner and theme are the
only requirements.

e If an organization does not want to make a float, they can drive a decorated
vehicle.

¢ In the event that an organization has a float, member may ride on it, walk beside it
(number of persons may not exceed 25), or a combination of both.

e Each group may enter only one unit in the parade

o All floats must be fully decorated, properly named, and able to withstand a four
mile parade route.



All motor vehicles used in the parade must have enough fuel for the four mile
parade route and may not exceed a speed of 5 mph.

Each organization is responsible for their own participation in the parade. The
Homecoming competition teams will not work together on this event.

Units may not exceed 13 ft. in height and 10 ft. in width. There is no length
restriction

Each unit must be present at 5:45 pm at designated location to line-up on the day
of the parade. If you do not check in with the Homecoming Parade Staff by 6:00
pm, then you will be cut out of the lineup.

You may throw items from the floats/vehicles during the parade. Participants may
pass out or throw objects such as candy, Mardi gras beads, or South Alabama
memorabilia.

All riders on floats or in cars, ride at their own risk.

Possession and/or comsumption of alcoholic beverages on parade units are
prohibited, as at all University events.

All parade floats should be in good taste.

**The University participants will comply fully with all local ordinances pertaining
to parades. If any of these rules are violated, even on the day of the parade,
Homecoming Committee members reserve the right to disqualify or take away your
right to participate in the parade.

Rules & Guidelines
1. Teams will be judged on a 50 point system. There will be 3 judges present.

2. Teams will be judged on the following critiques:
e Synchronization (1-10) pts.
o Complexity (1-10) pts.
e Originality (1-10) pts.
e Energy (1-10) pts.
e Appearance (1-5) pts.
e Crowd Response (1-5) pts.

3. Each step team will be allowed ten (10) minutes to perform, with a two (2)
minute grace period given without any penalties. If the team exceeds the
amount of given time, the team will not be disqualified, but will suffer a five-
point penalty.

4. The use of profanity will be prohibited during any portion of your team’s
performance. Any violation of this rule will cause an automatic disqualification
and termination of any possible awards and/or appearance fees. This includes
“vulgar acts,” but is not limited to the showing of inappropriate body parts.

5. Any props used in your performance should be picked up at the conclusion of
your performance. There will be a five point penalty for those teams that do not
remove all their belongings from the stage.

a. The following props are NOT allowed:
i.  Fireworks or any explosive devices
ii.  Open containers of food (whipped cream, syrup, honey, etc.)

6. In addition to the step team, each team will be allowed a maximum of 3
stagehands to assist backstage, with props, costumes, sound, etc. during the step
show.
