Officer Reports

Dean Mitchell- I will find out information about this and bring it to the meeting next week.

New Business
Senator Perry- I move to open the floor to discuss the Dothan Game Bus
Skewes- I am the outgoing president for Outlaws. This year we have a very promising leader, Madison Salter. We’re looking to spread involvement to all other sports besides basketball. We would like to plan 2-3 bus trips for football, baseball, basketball, and other key games for volleyball, softball, as well as soccer. We are attempthing to raise funds for Outlaws. We need SGA’s help, not only financially, but also with getting students more involved and more excited about Outlaws.
Senator Youngblood- It would be nice to have like an Outlaws week where you could campaign a lot and try to get more student involvement.
Skewes- Our goal is to have basically every week be Outlaw week. We want to have as much participation as possible.
Treasurer Baldwin- Do you need money?
Skewes- We are interested in a co-sponsorship, but we would like your support other than financially. 
Toth- Basically, we would like for SGA to be our partner in building Outlaws. In 2009, the Athletic Marketing Department paid for buses to games, but we will be attempting to raise more funds. We want to get some dates on the calendar so we can get students excited. 
Senator Youngblood- You should try spreading the message along in the Spirit Sessions at orientation.
Skewes- Yes, we have and will continue to try and do that.
Toth- And also, Marketing will be covering signage and prints to get the word out.
Vice President Al-Greene- Do you have a rough estimate of how much you will need?
Toth- We are not sure, but we’re thinking approximately $800-$900 round-trip to Dothan.
Skewes- Like I said, we are going to attempt to raise our funds as much as possible with things like car washes.
President Proctor- I will be meeting with Travis and Hannah in the future to set in stone some numbers and dates, but we just wanted to plant the ideas in the Senate’s heads tonight.
Vice President Al-Greene- Treasurer Baldwin, do you have anything to add?
Treasurer Baldwin- We will just need some numbers soon in order to be able to start making plans.
Skewes- We were thinking of just finalizing everything this summer so that we will be ready in August. Also, the basketball team has not released their dates yet so we are still waiting for them.
Vice President Al-Greene- Any further discussion?
Senator Perry- What plans are in place to maintain support by students?
Skewes- I think that in the past, there has been a lack of recruitment, so that is something that we are  working hard on now. We want to legitimize Outlaws. Our goal this summer is to give the incoming officers a foundation to work with.
Toth- Marketing will house to Outlaws, if neccesary. Also, we will make sure that there is accountability to execute event sthat have been planned.
Senator Youngblood- You might also want to think about getting the Outlaws to help Ward Miller teach the fight song at the Spirit Sessions.
Skewes- You will definitely see more participation not only as events like that, but also at games, throwing tshirts and things like that.
Youngblood- I move to close the floor for discussion.
Senator Jones- I move to open the floor for elections of the Senate Preseident Pro Tem.
Vice President Al-Greene- So far, the nominations that have been made are Senator Perry and Senator Hall. Are there any other nominations?
Pearson: I move to close the floor for nominations.
Vice President Al-Greene: If the two senators that have been nominated could stand up and address the senate as to why they should get the job.
Senator Perry- I would like the senate work more independently from the EC. I would also like the Pro Tem to be more of an advocate for the senate, to stand up for them so that there is good communication between the senate and the EC. I have lots of experience with SGA, and I have seen the work of past Pro Tem’s and I would like to improve the position. I have been Homecoming Chair and worked the Gumbo/Chili Cookoff, so I know how things work.
Senator Jones- How many hours are you expecting from us?
Senator Perry- It is required that you do 20 hours. I will make sure that you have plenty of opportunities to get all those hours. I will work with you and I’ll make sure that if you are trying to get your hours, I will find something for you to do/
Senator Hall- I’m serving my second year on the senate. I am a transfer student, so I feel that I have a different point-of-view toward South. I got to see a lot of what Auburn’s SGA did, so I can get some ideas on how we can improve, even though these SGAs are completely different. Last year, I know that we had problems with the Vanguard, so this year I don’t want to give them any reason to say anything negative against us. I want them to realize that we make great efforts to improve this campus, and I want the students to know the faces of the SGA. I think it would be cool to have tents set up around campus on the first day of school. We could give out water and maps to freshman so that they know we are here to help them and guide them in the right direction. I also think that it is important that we communicate more with the members at the big board meeting so that we can communicate better with students about things that are happening around campus.
Senator Youngblood- How would you organize your idea for the first day of school?
Senator Hall- We would have different stations set up around campus, at different colleges, and we could have small time slots for all of the SGA to help out.
