1. Go to the University Library’s web site (http://library.southalabama.edu/) 

2. Click on Articles, Indexes, Databases
3. Under Indexes/Databases Listed by Title, click on M and choose MathSciNet
4. Choose Full Search from the left side of the screen

5. In the first box, choose Anywhere from the pull-down menu and enter approximation theory

6. In the second box, choose Institution Code from the pull-down menu and enter USA’s institutional code which is 1-SAL. The institutional codes for other organizations can be found at http://www.ams.org/instcode/
