TIPS FOR ACADEMIC WRITING ASSIGNMENTS
 1. Understand the assignment. 


Your instructor is looking for a specific product. What is it? 

 2. Choose a topic.

Make sure your topic fits the assignment and that it is a subject you care about.

 3. Determine a thesis.

What is the main idea you want to get across to your audience?


Test yourself: What I want to say is…
 4. Make a “T Chart.” 


Check that you have a clear thesis, supporting ideas, and examples. 

 5. Plan.

Start early so you will have time to be inspired and to revise. 

Writing is a process; the first draft is only the starting point. 
 6. Collaborate.

Show your work to others, and seek their feedback. 

 7. Rethink and revise. 


Look for new angles, missing information, and words and ideas that can be made 
more specific or clear for your reader. 

 8. Edit for accuracy and form.

 9. Turn in a paper that demonstrates your ability to produce the expected product.
